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	How to prepare: 
These are very simple to make- take a length of ribbon or strip of material. Sew a button on both ends. Cut out some flower shapes from felt, with a slit cut in the middle of each flower.
	How to use it:

Ask the student to build a daisy chain by pushing the button through each flower to make a chain.
