ICT ACCESS THAT STUDENTS CAN ACCESS INDEPENDENTLY LONG TERM
· Visual set up  (FREE)
Teach students to maximise their ICT experience by working in visual set ups that allow students to process information easily.
· Use rounded even-spaced font such as Comic Sans when typing
· Avoid spiky uneven fonts such as Times Roman (students tend to work in whatever font the computer has been left in – give them a checklist to ensure that after switching/ logging on they change their font and visual settings. More information can be found here;

· Avoid the standard bright white background as this tends to produce glare, change the colour page set up to a pale pastel colour. Select ‘Page layout’ from toolbar- then ‘Page Color’ and you can choose from a range of colours.
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· Text- speech option (FREE)

As a service we like Word talk which is a simple speech generator, and it will speak the text of a document and it will highlight as it goes. It contains talking dictionary and it can be converted into MP3. You can download this software free from:[image: ]

· Prediction text

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· Mind mapping software
Many students with literacy difficulties find mind mapping a useful strategy. This process can be completed on the computer with the added facilities of being able to edit, reorder and some programmes will convert a mind map into a Word document.

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ICT ACCESS THAT WILL REQUIRE ADULT SUPPORT 
If a student is unable to phonically guess the initial letter sounds, or distinguish between a word list as used in Prediction Text a student will require access to more supportive software.
· Clicker

Clicker is a highly successful programme that can be used to support students at any level as it can provide pictorial/ animation / speech support. Historically Clicker has been very time intensive in terms of how long it takes to build grids for the students to access. Clicker 6 has a new much easier approach and could be used easily in KS 2 and KS 3.

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· Word bar

Word bar is a successful age appropriate tool to support older students. Staff supporting students can enter key words during class discussion time, and students can click on and listen to the word before importing it into their writing. · Be creative in your approach to recording 
Ensure that recording can be done through a variety of mediums.
PowerPoint is a simple programme that many students can access and enjoy being creative with. A very good tool for presenting homework / group work.
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Digital camera / video is often an alternative method worth considering.
