Newbridge Outreach Service supports pupils who have 

· physical difficulties – cerebral palsy, muscular dystrophy etc

· medical conditions – transplants, chemo, on-going health needs

· Dyspraxia / Dyslexia – Specific Learning Difficulties Profile

· difficulties with handwriting / recording ideas and concepts

· difficulties in PE and require physical programmes

· difficulties with fine and gross motor control

We are happy to visit and assess pupils

· aged 4 – 19rs in Educational settings

· aged 2- 4 yrs with specific physical needs ( support Pre-School Services involved with the child)
· pupils at School based SEN Support or who have an EHC
We also see pupils with specific medical or physical needs who are not on the SEN register as their particular difficulty may not affect their learning.

Pupils are referred to us by

· SENCO – class teacher to raise their concerns with SENCO first

· Educational  Psychologist 

· LEA SEN Panel

· Other Advisory agencies

How do you refer a pupil? :

1. Raise your concerns with SENCO, plan and implement strategies. 

If these are unsuccessful discuss referral with SENCO.

2. Referral to Newbridge via Newbridge referral form by SENCO, Head or other supporting agency.

3. Pupils will be seen in order of referral/ referrals already in place for a school.
4. Referral form can be found on front page of our website www.redbridgeserc.org 
Support may be offered through:

· individual assessment, conclusions provided in a  written assessment

· individual physical programme designed to support pupil’s needs

· staff training – small groups, whole school, parents

· Motor skills groups run in schools to work with pupils and train staff

· collaborative working with Physio and OT to provide a joint programme of support.

· referral for ICT assessment

· recommendation and loan of resources specific to need.

· Disability awareness training for staff and pupils (PSHE)

· Staff training

We have both teaching and LSA staff who are all very experienced in working with pupils who have a range of SEN. Pupils in Mainstream schools can receive from our service;

· weekly teacher support ( block of hours divided over the term)

· weekly Specialist LSA support working upon specific areas.

· termly / half termly monitoring by Outreach Teacher

· one off assessment of need to deliver programme or recommend more regular support.

Schools can request INSET at any stage throughout the term – this is booked on ‘first come first served ‘basis and free to any Redbridge organisation.
